If you are saved you are in full time ministry!
Look down at your beautiful feet!
Paul asks some very valid questions in this passage.
· How shall they believe in him of whom they have not heard?
· How shall they hear without a preacher?
· How shall they preach, except they be sent?
The answer to these questions is… They can not!
· They cannot believe if they have not heard!
· They cannot not hear without a preacher!
· They cannot not preach unless they are sent!
They cannot believe if they have not heard!
· Do you remember when you first heard and understood?
· 2 Cor 4:3 But if our gospel be hid, it is hid to them that are lost:
They cannot not hear without a preacher!
· 1 Cor 1:21 – 24
· Do you want to make God happy? You want to put a smile on his face?
They cannot not preach unless they are sent!

· Who preach Calvinism

· Who do not, cannot or will not preach 2Timothy 2:15!
